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What is Intelligent Worming?
Intelligent Worming (IW) is a process which combines scientific research, with over 20 years of parasitological experience to design unique individual worming programs. IW is still the only company in the UK which assess, test, plan and deliver. This method is considered the UK’s best weapon to stop further development of resistance.
IW determines whether the equines natural immune system can cope without any chemical intervention, with the larvae in the pasture it grazes.  Each equine is assessed individually and should any existing worm burden be identified then the reason for this is investigated.  A full risk assessment is carried out at an early stage, and any pasture contamination is identified.  
What does Intelligent Worming involve?
Its so simple! There are just two stages. 

Stage 1 

IW carry out a full detailed risk assessment on information which you provide them about each of your equines, then combine this with the analysis/ interpretation of the results from an initial faecal egg count. 
From these two pieces of information a senior consultant will then design a program for each individual equine ensuring that they are only prescribed chemicals which they actually need.

Stage 2

Once the program has been designed IW contact you to run through the strategy of the program for each of your equines, ensuring that you understand exactly what has been prescribed in your program and why. 
If you are happy with this, a full detailed copy of your program will be sent out to you. Your treatments (wormers and/ or faecal egg counts) will then start arriving on your door step a week before they are due, then all you have to do is open the envelope and follow the instructions. 
During the year regular monitoring of your programme is carried out by our consultants. Further advice is available regarding your programme throughout the year. At the end of the year we will review the programme and design the following year in consultation with you.

Why do I need Intelligent Worming?

Less than 10% of equines in the UK are on programs that the British Veterinary Association and leading parasitologists would endorse. It is evident from findings from the information we have gathered from various competition surveys in 2010 that only 5% of equines were on a sustainable worming program that will still work in the future, and this figure is not considered to have changed greatly.
